Co-op students in the MA in Communication Studies program
contribute expertise to non-profit organizations, the public sector,
community groups and organizations in creative industries.

o Welcome a practicum or internship student: Graduate students and senior
undergraduates seek practicum placements or internships lasting from 70 to
200 hours; some are paid, depending on the course or program.

o Submit a project proposal: As part of an in-course project such as real-world
case studies, research activities, or resource creation, students deliver
authentic work in response to a specific challenge.

» Be amentor: For a professional inquiry course, offer short-term workplace
or community exposure opportunities, such as job shadowing or site visits;
allow students to observe, engage, and ask questions.

WHEN TO PARTNER

 Post professional inquiry and community service-learning opportunities in
September, January, or May.

o Post practicum opportunities in October for winter or March for spring; may
involve a competitive screening process.
